Girls' Autism Cause Gives April A New Twist

--Nationwide Fundraising Event for Rett Syndrome Takes Center Stage --

Girl Power 2 Cure, a non-profit organization dedicated to raising awareness and research funds for Rett Syndrome, has started a new April Fools’ Day tradition. Now in its 6th year, their April fundraising campaign, Dress Up 2 Cure, will kick off Autism Awareness Month nationwide on April 1, 2012 and continue throughout the month.

Rett Syndrome, a severe neurological disorder, is the most physically disabling form of autism and strikes primarily girls. The condition randomly strikes another baby girl every 90 minutes, leaving them unable to speak, walk or use their hands. Medical experts consider Rett Syndrome research the key to understanding related disorders such as Parkinson's and Alzheimer's.

Girl Power 2 Cure, Inc. was started in 2006 by Ingrid Harding, mother of a little girl with Rett Syndrome, with a mission to raise awareness and funds to combat a disorder that affects close to half a million girls and women worldwide.  

"Little girls love to play dress up, so in that tradition, we have launched a fundraising event centered around 'dressing up' to help fight Rett Syndrome," says Harding.  "This is a fun, silly way to spread hope and combat a very serious disorder. You can dress up yourself, dress up a hat, or dress up a store wall with our flower logo."

To date, Dress Up 2 Cure has attracted over 6,000 participants and raised $200,000. All kinds of groups are joining in: Girl Scouts, schools, women's clubs and even Roller Derby Teams! Proceeds from the fundraiser are granted to Rett Syndrome Research Trust’s research program.
